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cause for rejoicing, not snobbishness; that ‘ihexr mission as a
chosen peopie was to be a sign of the embracing faithfulness
and loving kindness of Cod, not a source of self-rightecusness.
This is an excellent reminder for Christians of how we ought to
regard the Good News of our salvation in Jesus Christ.

BACK TO THE BEGINNING
Today’s reading from [saiah takes us back to the h%inn‘na
of our Church’s liturgical year, to the feast of the Epiphany,
to the very same chapter of Isaiah wherein a multitude from
the different nations will come seeking the glory of God shin-
ing through Israel. As the astrologers came from their far-off
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We must keep striving o enter through the narrow way that
leads to heaven. We cannot merely assume that because we
have the Lord in our midst on a regular basis we can be lazy,
thinking that our earthly lives are merely a “waiting room”
until we enter the reign of God. We may be startled at how
long our wait turns out to bel

PASTORS MESSAGE

“Do not disdain the discipline of the Lord or lose heart when reproved by him; for whom the
Lord loves, he disciplines; he scourges every son he acknowledges.” (Hebrews 12:5-7) It's that
time of the year when children are returning back to school and young adults are gearing up for the
university fall semester. Many of our youth are beginning a new level of learning: from elementary
to middle school; from high school to college. Sometimes there is a period of shock among stu-
dents in learning how much more will be required in their new grade level. The word “discipline”
comes into play often for them.

Students encounter discipline on various levels: the discipline needed in going to bed early the
night before so one can be on time and alert in the morning; the delaying of gratification of doing
one’s homework first instead of watching a favorite television show; the compliance with school
rules and teacher instructions. Isn’t it one’s level of discipline that influences one’s success?

Spiritually speaking, the passage above, from the second reading of this Sunday’s liturgy for
the 21% Sunday in Ordinary Time, admonishes us to not lose heart when disciplined by the Lord.
Hebrews tells us that just as a father disciplines his child, so does God discipline us. How does
this happen? When we fall in the error of sin, our conscience becomes restless until we address
our errors. When we become proud and live lives apart from God, (continue next page, please)
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we experience a fall and humility pays us an
unwelcome visit! When our hearts refuse to
forgive, we find out that doors that once
opened to the sacred are now shut tight. Our
journey as Christians entails difficulty, narrow
gates, being last not first, and taking up our
cross daily.

SAINT MONICA (332-387)

August 27

She had smiles for the neighbors, though her husband found her relig-
ion and the charity it inspired annoying. She made tearful prayers in private
}l for a son, outwardly self-assured but, as his mother knew, inwardly restless,
and whose girlfriend of a dozen years had borne his child out of wedlock.
Though not the first or last such mother and son, Monica and Augustine are
the Church’s most famous, so we keep their feast days back to back, with
Monica’s, fittingly, first. To Rome she followed Augustine, then to Milan,

where years of prayer—and nagging—finally bore fruit in his conversion by Saint Ambrose. For six
months, mother and son enjoyed the blessing of rediscovering each other. Just in time! On the way
home to North Africa, Monica took sick and died near Rome. No child who has mourned a parent
can read, unmoved, Augustine’s tender account, in his Confessions, of Monica’s last days. At this
time of the year, when parents watch apprehensively as children leave for school, may Monica’s
perseverance and Augustine’s long-prayed-for conversion ease anxiety and kindle hope.
