Sometime knowing someone who is highly successful, famous or well-off gives us a 
feeling that we too are VIPS. 
 
 In today’s Gospel from Luke 14:1,7-14, Jesus turns our social climbing aspirations upside-
down.  As he notices people jockeying for position, seeking to be seated in places of honor at a 
banquet, he delivers a stunning pronouncement: when choosing whom to invite to a meal, don’t 
invite those who will be able to reciprocate, instead invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, and the 
blind.  Jesus is telling us that we shouldn’t look at what we can gain from others, but what we can 
offer to the needy. Let’s widen our social circle and step out of our comfort zone as Jesus did.
